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R-32: New generation refrigerant

Refrigerant is a medium for conveying heat. Refrigeration and air conditioning plants 
transfer heat while circulating refrigerant between the evaporator and condenser. 
Although there are various types of refrigerants, R-32 is a new refrigerant currently 
receiving the most interest. R-32 is also known as HFC-32 and chemical name is 
difluoromethane which is an organic compound of the dihalogenoalkane variety. 
It has the formula of CH2F2. It is classified as A2L - slightly flammable by ASHRAE. 
Difluoromethane has excellent heat transfer and pressure drop performance both in 
condensation and vaporisation. Therefore, in spite of its mild flammability, it seems to 
be a very promising low GWP substitute for traditional HFC refrigerants.

     

Difluoromethane
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Difluoromethane in a zeotropic (50/50 mass %) mixture with pentafluoroethane (R-
125) is known as R-410A, a common replacement for various chlorofluorocarbons (aka 
Freon) in new refrigerant systems, especially for air-conditioning. The zeotropic mix 
of difluoromethane with pentafluoroethane (R-125) and tetrafluoroethane (R-134a) 
is known as R-407A through R-407E depending on the composition. Likewise the 
azeotropic (48.2/51.8 mass %) mixture with chlorotrifluoromethane (R-13).

Difluoromethane is currently used in residential and commercial air-conditioners 
in Japan, China, and India as substitute for R-410A. In order to reduce the residual 
risk associated with its mild flammability, this molecule should be applied in heat 
transfer equipment with low refrigerant charge such as brazed plate heat exchangers 
(BPHE), or shell and tube heat exchangers and tube and plate heat exchangers with 
tube of small diameter. Many applications confirmed that difluoromethane exhibits 
heat transfer coefficients higher than those of R-410A under the same operating 
conditions but also higher frictional pressure drops.

Because R-32 efficiently conveys heat, it can reduce electricity consumption up to 
approximately 10% compared to that of air conditioners using refrigerant R-22. 
Furthermore, compared to the refrigerants widely used today such as R-22 and 
R-410A, R-32 has a global warming potential (GWP) that is one-third lower and is 
remarkable for its low environmental impact.

Refrigerant Trends

Various refrigerants have been used in refrigeration and air conditioning plants until 
now. Regulations have increasingly become stricter from greater consideration for the 
global environment because of the Montreal Protocol in 1987 and the Kyoto Protocol 
in 1997, resulting in a shift to refrigerants with even lower environmental impact.

Although the mainstream refrigerant R-410A has an ozone depletion potential 
(ODP) of 0, its global warming potential (GWP) 
still remains an issue. While R-32 also has an 
ozone depletion potential of 0, the refrigerant has 
only approximately 1/3 of the GWP of R-410A. 
Consequently, investigation of this promising next 
generation refrigerant has increased. However, 
because R-32 had been an extremely difficult 
refrigerant to handle, its use was not practical until 
now. Daikin became the world’s first company to 
succeed in applying R-32 to air conditioners by 
leveraging its expertise as the only manufacturer that 
develops and manufactures both air conditioners 
and refrigerants.

Currently, R-410A is the refrigerant most commonly used in developed countries. 
However, if all R-410A were converted to R-32, the impact to global warming from 
HFCs in 2030 would be reduced by the CO2 equivalent of approximately 800 million 
tons (19%) compared to the continued use of R-410A2.

Karmayog mantra in modern context

	 Shrimad Bhagavadgeeta or Geeta is not only a  spiritual text but it is indeed the 
“Song of Life”, a life that is full of holistic happiness and everlasting satisfaction. Such 
a life is a trio confluence of Jnan (Knowledge), Karma (Action) and Bhakti (Devotion).  
For my young friends I would like to relate with much famous theory of Rudyard 
Kipling’s six ‘W’s.  I keep six honest serving-men (They taught me all I knew); Their 
names are What and Why and When And How and Where and Who. I send them over 
land and sea, I send them east and west; But after they have worked for me, I give 
them all a rest.Now, let us do an exercise. How does the trio theory of Knowledge, 
Action and Devotion relate to these six honest serving men? What do you mean by 
knowledge? Suppose you have endeavored in a project. The first and the foremost task 
is to answer the first two ‘W’s; what and why! These coincide the Jnan or Knowledge 
Mantra of Geeta. When you are through with these two steering principles, you 
venture to deliberate on the action part. Karma or the Action relate with the next 
three how, when and where. At the last, when you accomplish the task, the next job 
is to share the fruits thereof. This is undoubtedly the most important and crucial 
principle. The Bhakti or Devotion answers the last but not the least of all ‘W’s, the 
‘Who’! ‘Who’ essentially refers to the recipient (s) of the benefits of the accomplished 
task. Here comes the role of the popular verse of Gita, “Karmanyevadhikaraste 
ma faleshu kadachan” (2, 47). Perhaps, this is the most misunderstood one from 
among the 700 verses of Geeta. Let us understand what it essentially means. 
The complete verse reads as follows; “Karmanyevadhikaraste ma faleshu kadachan 
ma karmafalaheturbhu ma sangostvakarmani”. If one takes the literally meaning of 
the verse, it could lead to a kind of complacency. If I am not entitled to the fruits of my 
efforts, why, for heaven’s sake, should I put any effort at all! Believe me, this is not the 
right meaning at all. In fact, this verse can be simplified in to two statements. 1. Action 
is thy right and not the Outcome. 2. Although your focus isn’t the outcome but you will 
never resort to inaction. Although every action has an obvious outcome, but the outcome 
depends on many factors and the effort by the actor is just one of these known and 
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unknown factors. Hence, the outcome may not always be as expected. It might be different 
in different situations. The immediate outcome is, therefore, not a correct measure of 
the efforts. Therefore, a wise actor shall focus on the aim and not the score-board. 
Shri Krsn calls for an impeccable attachment to the action on hand. This needs 
detachment from all other frivolous things. Ö�  Arjuna! Awake and arise on your feet! 
Free your mind from all the shades of doubt. Pull the bow with full strength, focus on 
your goal, take your aim and shoot!!” (2/40-42). The best icon for the Karmayogi is an 
archer. Think of an archer who frequently hits the bulls eye. Everything is in complete 
synchrony, the bow, the arrow, the body, the mind and never to forget, the spirit! 
Another verse of Geeta which has close relevance to Karmayog is “Vyavasayatmika 
Buddhi ekeh kurunandan” (2.41). Vyavasayatmika buddhi, in the present context 
can be termed as a sound Professional Intelligence. The synergy of knowledge 
and action are repeatedly referred by the sage. Take this verse, “Ë� kam samkhyam 
(Knowledge) ca yogam (Action) ca”. (5.5) There is no other way to achieve your goal. 
Let us understand with a few practical examples. Our own body is an excellent 
example of synergy of knowledge and action. Your eye sees a stone on your way. 
Eye sends a signal to the Brain. Brain directs the leg and you change the steps! Let 
us add one more dimension to the story. Your ear listens chip chip voice of a bird. 
The mind directs eye to look at the tree. The eye sees the bird. The mind analyses 
the beautiful color and form of the bird and your soul feels happy. These simple 
and natural reflexes indicate towards wonderful synergy of body, mind and soul. 
These are simple examples. But when this natural process is contaminated with 
prejudice, hatred or vile emotions, your perception changes. You act differently 
than your natural instinct. Here comes a wonderful verse of Geeta at our rescue. 
The sage has defined Yog as “Samatvam Yog ucyate- Yog is equanimity of mind. If 
you can see the things as they are, you can act in a pure natural way. The obvious 
query is “how to achieve such Yogi like equanimity of mind?” Believe me, it is 
very simple, in fact, too simple to believe! Two tools are suggested by the sage; 
Tapa and Swadhyay. Tapa refers to restraint and Swadhyay is synonymous 
with contemplation. Your conscious alerts you with every vile and elates your 
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soul with every virtue. You can catch these subtle messages with little more 
consciousness. Practice is the mantra. Practice meditation. Practice reflection. 
For a social being, it is difficult to continuously maintain high state of consciousness. 
Let us do it every night just before going to sleep. Recall the important events and give 
a thought. You could find a few fault lines on the bond of your thought and action. You 
feel like correcting it. Do it without delay. Feel no shame in accepting fault. A softer 
but sincere word of apology goes long way. On the other way, recollection of a healthy 
thought or action reinforces your spirit. Practice it with greater confidence. These 
intrinsic skills will play wonders! Your surroundings will be filled with creative joy 
and satisfaction. This is what Shri Krsn defines Yog as “Yoga karmasu kaushalam”, an 
art of accomplishing task in the best possible manner.
